Ouir first guest speaker this year (September 18) will be Kerry Caraghar, fishing manager for
Orvis-Cherry Creek, respected guide and leader in our regional fly fishing industry, and a
regular fly tyer and speaker with regional TU chapters.

Kerry also helped secure corporate grant funding for the Golden Mile habitat restoration project
on his personal "home waters" of Clear Creek. He frequents the waters of the North Platte
watershed in Wyoming, and the Encampment River has become one of his favorite haunts
there. Many of us know the Encampment as an outstanding float trip with a limited window of
opportunity, but most seem to have overlooked that it is also an equally outstanding wade
fishery...if one knows the access points and river lore.

Kerry's presentation will primarily focus on Encampment's wade fishing information. As one of
the nearest of Wyoming's larger waters the Encampment offers a reasonably economical day
or couple days.
